	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The perimeter continued to expand with scattered heat into to the rocky areas north of Lake Eleanor, with only minor advance in the arms north of Cherry Lake and Hetch Hetchy Reservoir, similar to last night.

The southeast area had more heat sources tonight, necessitating mapping more of them as polygons of scattered heat. 

The isolated heat source about 880 meters outside the southwestern perimeter at the head of Long Gulch reported last night was not present in tonight's imagery.

The isolated heat source outside the perimeter at -119.630 W, 37.773 N grew <1 acre this period remaining 10 acres with active scattered heat on the west side.
