Isolated Heat Sources were mapped within the Rim Fire perimeter.  A few were mapped outside but were most likely campfires.  Other heat sources were discovered outside the fire perimeter but were obvious campfires or residences, these sources were not mapped.  

There was one heat source south of Lake Eleanor (-119 52.175, 37 55.851) that almost was classified as scattered heat. 

The cluster of heat sources on the south end of the fire near Crane Flat Lookout seemed to be dispersed camping but I wasn't sure so I included in the mapping.
