	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Northern, Northeastern and Western perimeters were the largest areas of perimeter growth.  The North Eastern perimeter has extended to the western shore of  Mammoth pool, just north of the Boat Ramp.  In this area the heat perimeter is less than ½ mile from Pool Road.   There was some perimeter growth along the eastern and southeastern perimeter. In the Southeast the perimeter has crossed FSR 8S91 and south of the San Joaquin mine area.   At time of flight, the fire perimeter has not crossed the San Joaquin River on the eastern edge.  3 spot fires (<5 acres) outside of the northern perimeter, within 1 mile of the perimeter.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Intense Heat - ~ 1,500 Acres –  Largest and Most Intense heat area in northern and northeastern perimeter, on both sides of Minarets Road, West of Mile High Curve and North of Mile High Vista extending to Mammoth Pool.  These are large areas. Intense heat along the western perimeter from Shakeflat Creek to FSR 7S42, West of Rock Creek.. Intense heat along the Eastern perimeter was around mile marker 320 of the San Joaquin River. Smaller band along south eastern perimeter of less than ¼ mile width average but perimeter has grown. (Looks like back burn, no scattered heat behind it).

Scattered Heat - ~1,700 Acres – Primarily in interior behind the areas of intense heat. Mostly concentrated in the Northern half of the perimeter. Scatterred heat behind Intense heat in Rock Creek Area.  Small areas along western perimeter.

Isolated Heat was digitized in the interior of the fire ~1200 points. The area north of Hogue ranch was less intense and had fewer isolated heat source points tonight.  Also the central and southern interior is cooler and mapped as Isolated heat. Some isolated heat points outside southeastern perimeter. (Could be equipment) All lined up.
