	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Used Incident fire perimeter as the IR heat perimeter.  No change in heat perimeter.  All heat signatures were well inside the perimeter.  All heat sources (7) were identified as isolated heat sources, with approx. distance and Long/Lat provided on the map.

[bookmark: _GoBack]There are no heat sources within 300ft of the perimeter.  The closest one is just over 300ft (approx. 306ft) in the farthest southern tip of the incident.  The next two closest to the perimeter are due north of ‘point 1.’  The other 4 heat sources are in the eastern end of the fire, all over 600ft away from the perimeter.
