	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There are two points which are outside of the perimeter which may not be fire related and I marked them on the map.

There three other points however that I do believe are fire beyond the perimeter.  These points are south of the perimeter and in riparian areas in Sections 29 and 30.

The intense heat is on both the west and east sides of the fire. There is one pocket of intense heat on the south side of the perimeter in section 29. With a lot of scattered heat in the interior.  There are also isolated heat sources throughout the interior of the fire with many near the perimeters edge.

I started out with the perimeter from the GEOMAC site because I didn’t see one on the FTP site then I adjusted it based on the heat location.
