Used perimeter data for 9/19 received from incident to start IR Interpretation.

As expected intense heat on the west side and on the south with some perimeter increase in these areas due to the burnout activities.

Scattered heat throughout the interior of the perimeter.  

Had a few small perimeter changes in the north perimeter.  Some isolated heat just outside the perimeter in this area.

Small patches of intense heat scattered throughout the interior of the fire.
