Purpose:

The purpose of this Long Term Strategic Assessment (LTSA) is to provide considerations for continued management of the Rough Fire based on Values at Risk (VARs).  The identification of the VARs, Management Action Points (MAPs) and associated management action considerations were developed in coordination and consultation with the Sierra National Forest, Sequoia National Forest, Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks and partners.

This assessment is based on the planning area boundary identified in the Rough Incident Decision published on August 19, 2015 at 1550 hours, within the Wildland Fire Decision Support System (WFDSS).

Incident History:

The Rough Fire started on July 31, 2015, on the Sierra National Forest. Due to the location of the fire on the landscape, steep slopes (fire rollout) and lack of safety zones, initial attack resources determined that direct attack suppression actions would not be effective.  A Type 3 Incident Commander (IC) was assigned to the fire and took command on August 2, 2015.  The Type 3 IC developed and implemented an indirect suppression strategy and management action points. The Type 3 operation utilized existing roads, trails, and natural barriers as indirect control features.  The team was augmented with the Phoenix National Incident Management Organization (NIMO) on August 12th to assist within the safety, planning and finance sections.  

On August 13th, the fire crossed Junction Ridge onto the Sequoia NF.  A Type 2 IMT was ordered to manage the incident.  The South Central Sierra Type 2 IMT, with David Cooper as Incident Commander, assumed command of the Rough Fire on August 14th at 0600 hours.  The Phoenix NIMO team was tasked to support the Type 2 IMT, as requested, and with the development of this Long Term Strategic Assessment.

Current Incident Objectives:

1. Provide for firefighter and public safety using LCES, Standard Fire Orders, and Watch-Out Situations.
2. Minimize damage to structures, private property, and other improvements in fire area.
3. Minimize impacts to natural resources with particular focus on trails, cultural resources, and water courses.
4. Coordinate all suppression operations with incident Resource Advisors and utilize Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (M.I.S.T) within John Muir and Monarch Wilderness Areas.
5. Manage the incident cost effectively for values at risk through regular and ongoing use of cost analysis.
6. To protect wilderness areas, giant sequoia groves and private property keeping the fire:
· North of the Middle Fork of the Kings River to the confluence with the South Fork to Highway 180, 10 Mile Road, and Stoney Creek Trail;
· East of Forest Trail 27E43 and Rodgers Ridge;
· South of Rodgers and Tombstone Ridges;
· West of Eagle Spur Ridge and Monarch Divide.

Assessment Areas:

This LTSA breaks the Rough Fire Planning Area into three assessment areas based on federal land administrative boundaries.  Below is a listing of Values at Risk for each assessment area:

Development and Use of Management Action Points

Management Action Points were developed based on the identified VARs, current and expected fire movement of the short and long term.  Generally the MAPs identified within this assessment follow existing natural features (such as ridgelines, roads, rivers, etc.).  

Management Action Considerations are identified actions that should be considered if a MAP is threatened or breached.  Not all identified Management Action Considerations may need to be implemented.  An on the ground assessment of fire behavior and distance to identified VARs need to be considered before implementing the considerations identified within this plan.

Multiple MAPs may address the same VARs.

Course of Action Considerations:

Revalidate weather and fire behavior predictions as the fire season progresses to keep long term planning current, and to evaluate fire potential and ensure adequate staffing levels. 

Coordinate with the Sierra and Sequoia National Forests and Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks on the need for area and trail closures.
 
As the fire continues to grow and/or the planning area boundary changes, identify new MAPs with associated Management Action Considerations to keep this LTSA current and valid.
Assess and implement opportunities to engage fire, based on incident objectives and requirements, while considering the following:  
· Direct Tactics: prioritize portions of fire with the most potential to impact communities and infrastructure first, followed by non-wilderness lands, and lastly by roadless and wilderness areas. 
· Indirect Tactics/Point Protection: when fire growth, fire behavior, weather, or resource availability do not allow for direct suppression, use natural barriers, indirect tactics, and point protection to contain and protects values.  
· Coordinate and implement timely and orderly evacuations based on current and projected fire growth, fire behavior, and weather and consider associated MAP actions. 
· Take advantage of fuel type transitions or natural barriers where fire behavior will allow safe engagement to reduce adverse impacts to identified VARs. 
· When conditions and risk management allow for engagement, look for opportunities to stop the spread of fire where it continues to present a significant threat to encroachment on values at risk. 

Implement and adapt the public information plan to ensure relationships with the public, private landowners, other agencies, and other stakeholders are maintained.  This plan includes providing the public and San Joaquin Air Pollution Control District any air quality information related to public health and safety.

Coordinate with appropriate Resource Advisors when planning any spike camps and new helibase/helispots for approval and alternatives.

Coordinate with appropriate Resource Advisors when planning ground disturbing activities within the planning area to reduce potential of disturbing heritage resource values.

Coordinate any mechanical equipment operations with Resource Advisors for line officer approval.

Coordinate planned management actions that effect range allotments with Resource Advisors for line officer approval.

EVACUATION & AREA CLOSURE GUIDELINES
FOR
FRESNO COUNTY RESIDENTS

Types of Evacuations
In Fresno County, there are two (2) types of evacuations notifications.  Implementation of one or the other is dependent upon the actual or potential danger to the affected population as determined by the Emergency Incident Commander (IC).
The two (2) types of evacuation notifications are:

Evacuation Warning – Alerting of community members in a defined area of a potential threat to life and property from an emergency incident. An Evacuation Warning may be issued when the potential or actual threat to civilian life is more than 2 hours away. 
Evacuation Order – Movement of community members out of a defined area due to an immediate threat to life and property from an emergency incident. An Evacuation Order should be used when there is potential or actual threat to civilian life within 1 to 2 hours or when the IC deems it necessary to protect civilians.
Types of Area Closures
In Fresno County, there are four (4) levels of area closure.  An Area Closure is described as:  
A closure prohibits the usage or occupancy of a defined area such as a park, beach, or road due to a potential or actual threat to public health and/or safety. Media is allowed under all closure levels unless prohibited under PC 409.5
The four (4) levels of area closure are:
Level 1 Closure / Color Code Green – Area closed to all traffic except local residents; may require escorts.
Level 2 Closure / Color Code Yellow – Area closed to all traffic except FD, LE, and critical incident resources. (i.e. utility companies, Caltrans, County Roads, etc.) 
Level 3 Closure / Color Code Orange – Area closed to all traffic except FD and LE.
Level 4 Closure / Color Code Red – Area closed to all traffic including FD and LE. 
Evacuation and Closure Information
During an emergency situation, there are several places where you can find information regarding the status of the emergency, evacuations, closures, and shelters.  One of the places you can get current information about an emergency is through local media outlets such as radio and television stations. The following are primary stations for Emergency Alert System (EAS) broadcasts:
	KMJ 580 radio
	Channel 30 or Cable Channel 3 Television
Channel 24 or Cable Channel 4 Television

Other Sources of Information

For periodic updates on the emergency, evacuation orders, and related information people can contact the following phone numbers to hear a recorded message. People can also turn to several social media sites for similar but very brief updates. Social media sites should never be used to report an emergency situation or as an attempt to request help from public service agencies.  Those sites are not constantly monitored and should be used as a source of information NOT communication.
