I started with FirePolygon from 20160724_2253_Sand_CAANF3008_FIMT10011.gdb, as an initial perimeter.

The fire has aggressively moved beyond the initial perimeter, both to the northeast and southwest.  The area within the initial perimeter has cooled and is mostly isolated heat sources and scattered heat, while the fire has expanded significantly in the east and west directions and shows numerous pockets of intense heat along the margin of the perimeter.
