It appears the fire has already cooled considerably and now is only isolated heat sources.

A very minor edit to the perimeter was made at the southern edge, just west of Caliente Bodfish Road, to take in an isolated heat source.

A total of 28 isolated heat sources were found within the perimeter.  All points are attributed with Lat/Long coordinates.
