	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

I started tonight’s interpretation with a perimeter received from GISS assigned to the fire. There wasn’t any perimeter growth with the GIS perimeter received but 46 acres more than this morning’s IR perimeter. There were two isolated heat sources detected inside the Clark Fire perimeter. Very little Intense Heat was detected similar to yesterday. The large scattered heat polygon shrunk significantly and was replaced with isolated heat sources. Most of the Heat was detected in the Western third of the fire with heat only detected near Owens River in the central area of the fire with one lonely isolated heat source detected in the far eastern end of the fire.
