I started with 20160924_0115_Owens_River_IR_HeatPerimeter.  No significant perimeter growth was observed.

The isolated northern heat source detected on 9/24 within the Clark Fire perimeter remains.

Along the Northeastern edge there is a significant pocket of heat, immediately adjacent to the perimeter, it was also noted on the 9/24 map.

The remainder of the fire shows minimal isolated heat points.
