Only a few minor edits were made to the initial perimeter.  Because it appears that the fire moved quickly and cooled, it was hard to find a distinct perimeter in some areas, based on the infrared data.

Except for 3 small pockets of scattered heat, the interior of the fire is openly spaced isolated heat sources.
