The main Canyon Fire the perimeter did not change. There was a significant portion of the fire covered in a marine layer. Where I saw heat poking through clouds I marked it with an isolated het point.. The Northwest corner of the fire was covered in scattered heat. The remainder of the fire showed scattered isolated heat throughout.
