WEATHER DISCUSSION: A strong ridge of high pressure wilt bring very warm and dry conditions to the fire area today
as well as lighter but shifting winds. A thermai trough along the coast this morning will shift inland to the Salinas Valiey,
crossing the fire area in the early afternoon. Winds ahead of the thermal trough will be southeasterly in the morning and
then become southerly but variable as the thermal trough passes overhead. Behind the trough, winds will become
southwesterly in the afternoon and then shift to the northwesterly in the evening. With wind speeds remaining relatively
light throughout the day, terrain driven winds will dominate along most slopes and valleys, The thermal trough will retreat
offshore again overnight turning winds to northeast after sunset and then gradually veering to southeast through the early
morning hours.

WEATHER FORECAST FOR TODAY: ** Very Hot and Dry Conditions expected Today **

WEATHER: Hot, dry and sunny.

We are moving into a point where most of the local critical thresholds are being met today. Large fire growth
potential exists, but the winds will be somewhat light and variable reducing that risk. Be aware of drainages holding
heat with heavy fuel loadings that fine up with upsiope winds. Spotting distances will be > 1/5 mile.

Tonight will have only a modest decrease in fire behavior with fuel shading. Humidity will remain low enough for fire
to carry in areas above 2000ft and possibly below. We have seen when humidity gets around 30% or higher fire
does not want to spread except through fine fuels. Expect flare ups and short, but rapid upsiope runs where there
is higher fire intensity. Spotting distances < 1/10 mile.

High pressure builds over the area through Monday with very hot conditions for this time of year. Minimum

RH lowers considerably today and Monday with terrain-driven slope winds and breezy ridge winds. Greater
chances of marine layer clouds impacting the coast increase next week as the high pressure breaks down.
The next frontal system impacts the fire Thursday into Friday.

WEATHER FORECAST For Today:

WEATHER: Upper ridge builds in over fire with very hot conditions for this time of year, especially into
Higgins Creek drainage. In addition, winds will make the afternoon diurnal onshore shift from SW. Expect
lower afternoon humidity and poorer overnight recovery tonight. Clear along coast with minimal marine fayer
cloudiness this morning and no impacts to aviation.

The closest Safety Officer and Line EMS will respond to the scene to assist the Branch Director or DIVS. Secure site and
begin initial investigation when situation is stabilized.

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Archaeological and Historical Sites
Fireline Guidance for the SOBERANES Incident

One of the values we protect on our National Forest is Heritage Resources, this includes the
preservation of Historic sites, Archaeological sites, and sites with traditional or sacred values.

Known archaeological sites are flagged for avoidance with blue flagging tape and yellow and
black stripe flagging tape together. Do not compromise safety for the protection and
preservation of archaeological and historic sites. When feasible and prudent:

1.

Be on the lookout for prehistoric and historic sites. Prehistoric archaeological sites
include boulders and bedrock with mortars and cupules, holes and grinding surfaces,
temporary camps containing scatters of stone flakes, and deposits of dark brown to
blackish soil with shell fragments (midden} occurring in layers or mounds on flat
surfaces near sources of water, along coastal areas and wetlands, along ridges and
saddles, and other areas suitable for camping. Historic sites include ofd wooden cabins,
barns, corrals and other buildings, rock foundations and historic artifact scatters. These
kinds of resources are often found in the same kinds of environmental settings as
prehistoric camp sites.

Some archaeological and historical sites have not been flagged yet. If you observe
artifacts, features, or sites, attempt to avoid dozing or driving through and/or parking on
these sites, if feasible, especially with heavy equipment. Some sites can be protected
through avoidance, or by carefully removing flammable materials adjacent to sensitive
features, or by wrapping with protective fireproof fabric.

If you can’t avold sites, minimize disturbance as much as feasible, only clearing the
surface to as minimal a depth and width as necessary.

Leave all artifacts in place. Some artifacts may have been intentionally placed for
religious or ceremonial reasons.

When a site is discovered, flag it for visibility and report its location to a Division
Supervisor. If feasible, plot locations of discovered resources on a map, and take a aps
reading and photograph. Leave the information with an archaeologist (in the READ
tent) so that sites can be relocated and protected during both the suppression and fire
suppression repair phases of the Incident.

If you encounter a burial or human remains, cease work in the area immediately and

contact the USFS Archaeologist. State law requires that the Archaeologist contact the
Coroner, who will determine if the remains are part of a crime scene.
