Nighttime RH recoveries 90 to 100% with upslope clouds forming along ridges. While accumulating
precipitation from this system is not expected over the fire area, heavy dew and mist is likely.

EXTENDED FORECAST for Monday through Thursday: Breezy winds will continue on Monday
out of the north to northwest and then turn more northerly Tuesday as they gradually diminish.
Offshore northeast winds will develop on Wednesday and then become southeast Thursday.

Coastal Sage Scrub fuel, primarily chamise and button brush, have seasonally low live fuel moisture for this time of
year. Fire continues to burn in areas burned by both the 1999 Kirk and 2008 Basin Fires, and further south in fuels
burned only once by the 2008 Basin fire. Snags, skeleton brush and heavy downed fuel are abundant.

Probability of ignition: Day: Unshaded 70% Night: 40%

Cooler temperatures and higher RH will assist in reinforcing control lines. Surface fuels remain extremely dry due
to drought conditions and will take time to fully recover. Areas that appeared to be dormant for several weeks, are

now starting to show themselves. The potential is still there for large fire growth, but the probability is low due to
minimal active fire perimeter.

West Operational area may have some creeping and smoldering heat.

East Operational area will continue to have smoke pop up where there is heat. Expect creeping and smoldering
where there is still scattered heat.

The possibility for active fire behavior within the fire perimeter between Pine Valley and Tassajara Drainage exists.
In the event the fire becomes established, upslope rapid runs and plume development will be possible, however
they would likely be short lived. Spotting distances in this area >1/10" mile.
