	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
I started with a kmz file provided by the incident to define an initial perimeter.

The fire has expanded significantly beyond the initial perimeter, mainly to the south, and there is a heavy concentration of intense heat in the southeastern corner of the fire, near Palo Colorado Canyon.  The fire appears to be moving into heavy timber towards the southeast.

A spot fire was detected about 1.4 miles south of the main perimeter, above Mill Creek on Bixby Mountain.

Some fog along the coastline obscured parts of the western edge of the fire, and the perimeter was less obvious in this area.
