Lots of marine layer present, so lower areas not visible.  Could really use more overlap between the lines due to topography and image edges causing lace and distortion along line edges.
Possible false positive heat mapped as “scattered heat” on the NW facing slope of Pico Blanco.  
I started with yesterday’s IR perimeter, 20160824_0041_Soberanes_HeatPerimeter

Fire is active with intense heat along the southeastern edges extending up the Big Sur River tributaries.  Abundant scattered heat within perimeter.
