	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Intense heat is present in the majority of the fire especially on Black Mountain, the fire has no yet reached Lodge Road to the east but is approximately half way down the slope towards the road. Scattered heat remains in the western portion of the heat perimeter along Black Mountain Road, and only isolated heat is present at the heal of the fire. There are isolated heat sources along Pennyroyal Ln off of Gooseberry Ln near the heal of the fire along the heat perimeter.
