[bookmark: _GoBack]Tonight was the second IR scan for this fire. The heat perimeter grew by 2,230 acres from the last IR flight.  There is intense heat on multiple flanks of this fire with some spotting outside the perimeter on the north.  Most growth is occurring in the Carrol Canyon area and in the Town creek drainage on the south boundary. There is scattered heat all within the interior with small isolated pockets of no heat or isolated heat.
