	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tonight was the third IR scan for this fire. The heat perimeter grew by 1,294 acres from the last IR flight.  There is intense heat on multiple flanks of this fire with some spotting outside the perimeter on the southeast just south of Town Creek.  The intense heat areas include Town Creek to Lime Mtn on the SE, Carrol Canyon on the West and SW, and moving toward Nacimiento Creek on the NW.
