There is intense heat on multiple flanks of this fire with some spotting outside the perimeter on the southeast on the flank of Lime Mtn.  The intense heat areas include Town Creek to Lime Mtn on the SE where it appears there are active efforts to close off the perimeter to keep it at Lime Mtn.  There is also still significant heat in Carrol Canyon on the West.
