[bookmark: _GoBack]I started this interpretation with a perimeter supplied by the incident.  The heat perimeter grew by 2,801 acres from the perimeter that the incident provided.  There is intense heat mainly on the SW flank of this fire the perimeter moving toward Almaden Flats and Pine Mountain. There continues to be large areas of scattered heat near higher intensity burn areas as well as some pockets in the interior.  Several isolated heat sources exist within the perimeter as well.  There are a few spots outside the burn perimeter up on the on the eastern edge above Pine Mountain.
