	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]I started this interpretation with a perimeter supplied by the incident in the afternoon of the 20th.  This perimeter was approximately 16,392 acres almost 953 acres more than the previous IR flight.  The heat perimeter grew by 7,704 acres from the perimeter that the incident provided and approximately 8,600 in the past 24 hours.  There is intense heat mainly on the NW flank of this fire between Caballada Creek and Little Burnett Creek.  Other areas of growth were to the West, Southwest past Pine Mtn pushing into the Marmalejo Creek drainage.  There was also a run to the north that jumped an arm of the reservoir up to North Pebblestone and past Grizzly bend.  There continues to be large areas of scattered heat near higher intensity burn areas as well as some pockets in the interior.  Several isolated heat sources exist within the perimeter as well.  There were no spots outside the burn perimeter.
