	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This perimeter was approximately 31,664 acres almost 7,568 acres more than the previous IR flight.  There is intense heat mainly on the North and Northwest flanks of this fire as it moves into Cantinas Creek area and on the NE over to almost the Cantinas.  Other areas of growth were to the Northwest as it moves up toward Gulch House Creek and up into Monterey County along the west side of the Naciemento River. There continues to be large areas of scattered heat near higher intensity burn areas as well as some pockets in the interior.  Several isolated heat sources exist within the perimeter as well.  There were some spots outside the burn perimeter on the Northeast edge.
