	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
We started with the previous night’s heat perimeter from Team 2 – FirePoly20160823_2000.shp, as agreed with the Team GISS Lead.
Most of the active growth is occurring along the northwestern boundary. A large patch of intense heat exists within Div E near Marmolejo Creek and within Div G, along the Rocky Butte Truck Trail.  These may be firing operations, but mapped as intense heat.

Patches of intense heat remain in Div L (northeastern corner), but additional growth was not observed.
