	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
We started with the most recent perimeter provided by Team 2 – Polygon20160824.shp, as agreed with the Team GISS Lead.

Most of the active growth was observed along the northwestern edge of the incident near the Monterey / San Luis Obispo boundary line. 

There is potentially more active heat within Div G (Burnett Creek area) that is being masked by cloud cover on the imagery.

Significant heat is present within the area just north of Black Oak Mountain along the southwestern edge.

The interior of the fire continues to cool, and is a mix of scattered heat and isolated heat sources.

Increase in acreage was not calculated as the interpretation was built off a perimeter from the incident that appears to contain projected acres (possible for a burnout operation).
