	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
We started with the most recent perimeter provided by Team 2 – 20160828_2158_Chimney_CASLU008948_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_California_Teale_Albers.shp, as agreed with the Team GISS Lead.  Observed growth beyond this established perimeter is 1,350 acres.

This evening intense heat was observed within Div H along the Monterey / San Luis Obispo border. 

Two single pixel heat sources were identified outside the line.  The first was also identified yesterday within Div L, appears to be isolated and falls at the end of an identified completed dozer line.  The second is south of DP-10 in Div Z and also is an isolated unknown source just outside the perimeter.  Both points have been labeled with lat/long on the map.
