	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
I used the previous IR Heat perimeter (20160926_2211_Marshes_HeatPerimeter.shp) as a starting point for editing tonight’s heat perimeter.

The fire has expanded slightly along the southeast and northwest boundaries.  Some growth occurred along Moccasin Creek and Highway 49 in the southeast portion, and also in the Marshes Flat area in the northwest corner.  Also, a new spot fire was detected off the south end of the fire, in the Moccasin Creek drainage.  These areas are now mostly scattered heat, and there is no longer any intense heat detected within the perimeter.
