	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There are two shapefiles, one for heat sources (points) and one for the heat perimeter.  I created the heat perimeter by starting with the incident perimeter from 9/19/06 at 2100 hours and expanding it to include the heat areas where I could see some connection to the incident perimeter via heat.  Most of the heat was on the north and west side of the fire.  
Spot fire is a half mile north of the new perimeter and is 189 acres.

Fire has cooled on the west side but still shows isolated increases in the perimeter.

Box needs to be cut down on southern edge to 34° 29'.
