	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There are three shapefiles, one for heat sources (points), one for intense heat areas (polygons), and one for the heat perimeter.  I created the heat perimeter by starting with the heat perimeter from 9/21/06 and expanding it to include most of the heat areas where I could see some sort of connection to the incident perimeter via heat or burned areas.  Most of the heat was on the north, west and southwest sides of the fire.  Due to the late receipt of the imagery and the poor orthorectification, the interior heat source placements are not great.  I concentrated on getting the heat correctly mapped around the perimeter.  There was one heat source far to the north of the current fire perimeter.  I mapped it, but the location is not very accurate, as I had no background data to with which to verify the orthorectification.  There are also three heat sources to the south of the fire, but again, I did not have background data in those areas.  I will attempt to locate background data this morning and send another shapefile with those heat sources on it.  They did not appear to be associated with the Day fire.
