	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There are two shapefiles, one for heat sources (points) and one for the heat perimeter.  
4 maps were made. All, NW, SW, NE

I created the heat perimeter by starting with the IR perimeter from 9/26/06 at 23:45 hours and expanding it to include the heat areas where I could see some connection to the incident perimeter via heat.  Most of the heat was on the northwestern perimeter of the fire.
There is a spot fire just north of Boy Scout Road in the Longwood Valley at 34° 44' 50", 119° 6' 47". This is the most northern point of the fire. It looks like it could be a structure that might have a fire in the fireplace or a tree is burning next to it???. In fact there are several instances in that Longwood Valley area that could be fireplaces and not wild fire that I questionably mapped. Please check to see where the true perimeter is in this area.
South end heat has decreased with very little growth.
