· Barriers representing completed a dozer line cut during the 1999 Willow Fire and Hwy. 18 are located to the SW. Analysis assumes that these barriers will hold subject to spotting or spread around barrier ends.

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The Butler Fire is located proximate to and NW Big Bear Lake on the San Bernardino National Forest. The north shore town of Fawnskin is immediately threatened. 

· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates domiant growth potential to the NE.
· Over 420 structures are immediately at risk within the 80% spread zone.
· Additional structures are threatened to the N across all spread zones and to the E in low probability (<20%) spreads zones.
· Multiple landmarks lie throughout threatened areas.

· Mines are scattered throughout all spread zones which may pose safety hazards to firefighters.

· Area burned by the Willow Fire (1999) lies to the W and NW.
