Geographic and Temporal Basis for Analysis: 
· FSPro Analysis – 14 day – 5 June 2007
· Projected spread assumes NO suppression

· Straight line truncations to north and south are due to spatial limit of data files used in the FSPro analysis.
· Moisture content of surface fuels in previously burned areas were increased to adjust for current condition of early season grasses.
General Observations: 

· Assuming no suppression, the 14-day fire spread projection indicates most probable fire spread to the N, S, and W. primarily through Forest Service jurisdiction and threatening private in-holdings where structures are present. 
· Local managers report concern that threatened areas include habitat for several species of special concern including the spotted owl. This habitat that has been considerably reduced by recent fires. Tier II Regional resources analysis follows this initial Tier I report.
· Projected spread area falls substantially within watershed drainage area of Lake Isabella Reservoir, a primary water supply for Bakersfield, CA. Erosion from the recent McNally Fire (2002) is reported to have been severe.
· The projected fire spread area falls on either side of the Kern River, a designated “Recreational River”. The active fire area is east of an immediately proximate to the river.
· A RAWS station located in Johnsondale falls within the least probable spread zone.
· A water supply pipeline is mapped east of the Kern River and runs through all spread probability zones.
· A limited number of private building clusters (5) are threatened out through the 5% spread probability zone; the number increases (103) in the lowest, least probable, (<5%) threat zone.

· NOTE: Analysis of assets within the 80% Spread Probability Zone includes values-at-risk that may be within the active fire perimeter; any assets within the active perimeter are not independently analyzed.

Estimates of Structure Values at Risk
A uniform estimated value of $108,098 per building cluster1 was applied to all structure points. This is the average value of parcel improvements falling within the FSPro zones. The average value is used to honor privacy concerns where one or few building clusters fall within a spread probability zone.
