· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 22 October 2007; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· Straight line truncations of the FSPro area to the W and S reflects geographic limit of data used for the analysis.

· MODIS detections are found to the E of the shown perimeter in all spread zones down to 5-20%.

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The Valley fire is burning 11-mi N of San Bernadino, in areas of San Bernadino County containing the National Forest (by the same name).  
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates spread predominantly to the W.  Lakes and previous burns on nearly all sides of the fire may benefit containment efforts should the fire reach the lower probability zones.
· MODIS detections (of PM 071022) show fire has moved E rather than W and is 1-mi or more into the Crestview/Arrow Lake community.  It has run E through all but the 1- 5% probability zone.

· Private lands bordering the NF on the N and more-so the S hold over 1200 residences in the >80% zone with hundreds to thousands more in each of the lower probability zones to the S.  There is no shortage of other infrastructure (water treatment plant, communication towers, and a RAWS weather station) in close proximity to these residences to the S, which are only a minute fraction of the value of so many residences.
