Tier III Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The Poomacha fire is burning in a mixed jurisdiction of private, state land and the Cleveland NF of San Diego Co. on Palomar Mountain.  
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire projection indicates omni-directional spread. 
· > 80% spread zone holds dozens of structures on Palomar Mountain to the N of Co Hwy S7 and Hwy 76 as well as, dozens NW of La Jolla Amago.  There are several landmarks and facilities in the 80% zone that are named in the “Other Landmarks” section of this report.  
· NW of the fire:  there are dozens of structures and mines between Pala and Oak Haven Estates across zones between 60-5%.

· NE of the fire:  there are numerous scattered structures in the 5-20% spread zone in hamlets of Radec, Aguanga, Yampa Ranch.  Several structures are in a private inholding related to the Crosley homestead across spread zones of 60-5%.  
· E of the fire:  There is a world-renowned observatory (Hale) and associated facilities, plus a RAWs weather station in the 40-60% zone.
· SE of the fire:  In the vicinity of Co Hwy S7, there are a scattering of structures and communication towers in the > 80% spread zone. 
· S of the fire:  Several scattered structures exist S of Hwy 76 in 5-20% zone.

· SW of the fire:  Rincon and Pauma Valley have dozens of structures in each of the contours down through the 5-20% zone.  Verbal reports indicate the tower.
· W of the fire is: The community of Pauma Valley with its Country Club, airfields, and numerous structures along State Hwy 76.  The Western edge of the fire holds hundreds of structures notably following State Hwy 76.  These structures are across all spread zones.
