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Approximately eighty percent of the six-mile Potholes Trail was burned over during the Ranch Fire.  The survey focused on the five mile section from the lower trailhead to the Potholes.  

For preseason trail work, it is recommended that rolling dips are installed on the first two miles of trail and the two mile section that drops into the Potholes.  The second section will have more concerns with cross channels and significant rutting due to the slope of the hillside and steepness of the trail. 

The dozer line mentioned are from the Piru Fire of 2003 and the Day Fire of 2006.  They seem to have little impact on the fires progress due to high winds.

Trail route was marked with green fluorescent flagging.
