The greatest fire activity detected in the infrared mission for the Ranch Fire was along the southwest perimeter in sections 15 and 16, with some movement south into section 21 toward Pole Creek, and into section 5 and 6 south of Fourfork Creek. 

There is a significant polygon of heat in section 12, just south of Hopper Canyon from the main body of the fire. The quality of the images acquired during last night’s mission were poor, and I am unable to detect if this polygon is the result of spotting, of it the main fire has actually burned through the area between this polygon and the main fire body.

There was also fire activity along the north perimeter in the Piru Creek drainage and appears to be backing down slope to the north into Rudy Canyon, east of Piru Creek. Because of the poor image quality, my confidence in the extent to which this part of the fire has moved north is low.

Unless I hear differently, I will submit the Scanner Order for tonight.
