There are two isolated sources of heat that I’ve marked with the Latitude and Longitude coordinates, but there is also a third significant isolated heat source approximately 3.5-miles south of the southwest corner of your fire area.  The point for this location is included in the shapefiles I posted to the FTP site, but it is not visible in the .pdf map file.

The area of the heat source appears to be approximately 20 X 30 meters.

The coordinates for this isolated heat source are:

   34-degrees, 22-minutes, 08-seconds North

-118-degrees, 52-minutes, 10-seconds West

I thought you would probably want to have a look at this, if you have VFR conditions this morning.

There wasn’t an abundance of activity across the fire area when the images were acquired last evening, but there are still several concentrations of heat and many scattered individual heat sources in the western third of the fire area.

There is still significant activity in the Piru Creek drainage and that part of the fire perimeter has continued to the north, and there was some movement above Little Sespe Creek, but tonight’s images seem to indicate it has cooled down a bit there.
