The western edge of the fire, above Little Sespe Creek has cooled and there is no detectable growth in the fire perimeter in that area.

There is still some activity on the northern perimeter in the vicinity of Piru Creek with the greatest growth and activity in Ruby Canyon ½ to ¾ mile east of Piru Creek.

The eastern and southern flanks of the fire appear to have cooled down.

There were four isolated heat sources detectable outside the Ranch Fire perimeter that appear to be too large to be warming fires, bar-b-ques or diesil exhaust stacks. Although the Ranch Fire Incident Management Team may not have jurisdiction over these potential fires, I suspect the Team would know who to pass the information on to.

6 ½ miles southwest of the Ranch Fire, there is one isolated heat source approximately 30 X 60 meters in size. The coordinates for this source are:

34 degrees, 24 minutes, 02 seconds North    X    –118 degrees, 59 minutes, 53 seconds West

The isolated heat source 3 ½ miles south of the southwest corner of the Ranch Fire that was detected during the 24-OCT scanner mission appears again in tonight’s images. It is approximately 20 X 60 meters in size and is located at:

34 degrees, 22 minutes, 08 seconds North     X    -118 degrees, 52 minutes, 10 seconds West

Two isolated heat sources were detected east of the Ranch Fire in tonight’s images. The first is approximately 20 meters square, and it is located approximately 2 miles northeast of the southeastern most point of the Ranch Fire perimeter. Its coordinates are:

34 degrees, 26 minutes, 54 seconds North      X    -118 degrees, 35 minutes, 14 seconds West

The second heat source appears to be approximately 20 X 40 meters in size and is located about 3 ½ miles southeast of the southeastern most point of the Ranch Fire perimeter.

34 degrees, 28 minutes, 20 seconds North      X    -118 degrees, 36 minutes, 41 seconds West.

The points for these isolated heat sources are included in the Isolated Heat Source shapefile, but are not shown in the map file.
