WEATHER DISCUSSION:  A cut-off low pressure system will continue to sit off the California Coast keeping a south-southeasterly flow aloft.  Surface gradients are weak bringing a generally light flow pattern over the fire, so winds will be mainly slope-dominated, upslope during the day and downslope at night.  The strongest winds will occur around midday at the top of the bigger slopes and drainages such as Harding Canyon.  The onshore flow influence will continue to push the marine layer into the lower elevations with warm and dry conditions above the inversion.  The lowest humidity will occur around midday before West winds bring higher humidity into the area.  Very little change is expected on Wednesday and Thursday.  The low approaches the region Thursday night bringing increasing South flow with much cooler and wetter conditions expected Friday as the low passes overhead.
