WEATHER DISCUSSION:  The weather pattern changes very little today with the cut-off Low sitting off the California Coast which keeps a southwest flow aloft over the region.  The Low will spread more high cloudiness over the fire today bringing slightly less direct sunlight.  The slope-dominated wind pattern will continue however the daytime upslope winds may be a little weaker than previous days with less solar heating.  The strongest winds will continue to occur at the top of the bigger slopes and drainages such as Harding Canyon.  A strong inversion will persist at the top of the marine layer with warm and dry conditions above it.  The weather Thursday looks similar again however South winds over ridges begin to increase late in the day bringing slightly cooler and wetter conditions.  The low passes overhead Friday bringing much cooler and wetter conditions with light drizzle possible and a little more West wind.
