WEATHER DISCUSSION:  The stagnant weather pattern continues for most of today however things start to change this evening as weak low pressure approaches the coast.  The cut-off low will spread high clouds over the fire today bringing slightly cooler temperatures.  Light upslope winds through much of the day will transition to Southwest winds by this evening as the low approaches.  Winds on most slopes will decrease tonight however winds on the ridges will stay up overnight.  The inversion at the top of the marine layer will weaken today allowing the wetter airmass to spread further up the slopes overnight.  There is a possibility for light drizzle after midnight as the marine air surges further inland.  The low passes overhead Friday bringing much cooler and wetter conditions with light showers possible and a little more West wind.
