· Safety zones and escape routes are mandatory.  Ensure all personnel are informed.

· Poison Oak is in all Divisions.  Stay clear of poison oak when possible and wash off ASAP.

	Fire Order of the Day – Be Alert. Keep Calm. Think Clearly. Act Decisively.
Narrative:

This is tough ground.  Make sure of your footing and scout out your work area. Rolling material can be deadly so identify risky locations and make those locations known to all in the area.  Take your breaks in debris free safety zones.  Keep your eyes and ears open.  Your safe vehicle operation is as critical as your safe firefighting operation.  Take it slow, keep to the right and drive with your lights on.   Drink water and lots of it.  Study your fire behavior ERC card in the plan and know your fire behavior forecasts.  See Look-up, Look Down and Look Around guidelines below.  Have a safe shift!!

*Fuel Characteristics – Assess prior to beginning     

   operations.  

*Fuel Moisture – Read daily shift plan and assess on

  site.

*Fuel Temperature – Varies with exposure to direct

  sunlight.

*Terrain & Fuel Accumulations – Scout prior to

  beginning operations and continuously during

  operations.

*Wind – Measure, observe, feel and notice changes.

*Atmospheric Stability – Observe.

*Fire Behavior – Monitor constantly prior to and

  during operations.

*Safety – Ask questions in unfamiliar situations. The

  only dumb question is the one you did not ask.
