WEATHER DISCUSSION:  A weak low pressure system will pass over the area Friday and Saturday.  This will bring increasing onshore flow pushing the marine layer up to the higher elevations of the fire.  The marine layer will bring cool and moist conditions and even the possibility for drizzle.  The low will also bring stronger West winds with occasionally breezy conditions over the ridgetops.  Another low pressure system will pass North and East of the region Sunday increasing the West winds again.  There will be a band of rain approaching from the North on Sunday, however it is expected to fall apart by the time it reaches the burn area.  High pressure builds back into the region Monday with a possibility for breezy North winds, however critical conditions are not expected at this time.  High pressure strengthens Tuesday through Thursday bringing warmer and drier conditions with slope-dominated winds.
