· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 23 October 2007; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· Straight line truncations of the FSPro area to the W and S reflects geographic limit of data used for the analysis.

· The most recent MODIS detections (071023pm) are well into the 40-60 spread zone to the S of the Valley fire.  
· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The (Grass Valley)Valley fire is burning 11-mi N of San Bernadino, in areas of San Bernadino County containing the National Forest (by the same name).  The Slide is the same distance NW of San Bernadino is burning in similar conditions.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates spread predominantly to the W for both fires.  There is a low to moderate probability that these two fires will burn together and that Silverwood Lake should contribute as a significant firebreak if the fires do attempt to merge.
· Recent MODIS detections (071023pm) show fire is now 3-mi SW of the perimeter of this run.  Fire is indicated throughout and S of the communities of Fredalba, Running Springs, and Smiley Park.  No structures are shown S of this front for several miles below the community of Fredalba/Smiley Park.  If the Valley fire continues a S run along Fredalaba Ck, it may be hindered by a recent burn on that front.  The Slide fire shows comparatively little spread.
· These fires present exceptional hazard to property due to the structurally-dense private inholdings to the San Bernadino NF.  In addition to quantifying structures by spread zone this report will do so by community name as well.  While there is notable infrastructure present among these communities such as power lines, gas lines etc, the density of structures (and their overwhelming value) makes closer analysis moot.
