8/23/07 Vista Fire Safety Message

· EMT’s


· Identify crews that have EMT’s at the operational briefing.

· Hazard Trees 

· Be extremely careful working around burning trees or burnt trees, leaning trees and dead snags.

· DO NOT take breaks or linger within striking distance of burning trees or burnt trees, leaning trees and dead snags.  Stay at least a tree length and a half away.

· Lodgepole trees are especially dangerous because they are known for shallow roots burning out and sitting balanced for long periods of time before falling and hitting the ground suddenly and without warning. 

· Dehydration

· The fire is high in elevation and fairly dry.  Stay hydrated.  Drink plenty of fluids while both on and off the fire every day.
