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WEATHER SUMMARY
See attached Spot Weather Forecast.  Weather will continue to be warm and stable through Saturday.
FIRE BEHAVIOR
GENERAL:
Fire is burning in Jeffery Pine dominated Sierran Mixed Conifer and Red Fir dominated high altitude timber stands.  Fire burns more intense in the Jeffery Pine stands, however the higher elevation Red Fir dominated areas of the fire will continue to burn fairly intense due to large accumulations of heavy dead material.  
Spotting will continue to be a problem.  The larger dead fuels are extremely receptive to stray embers with spotting potential at 100%.  If the smoke column crosses the line, expect spots to occur.  Spotting will be especially prevalent in old stumps and heavier logging slash accumulations.  The large numbers of snags and heavy dead fuels will continue to support long range spotting as the fire burns down.  Spotting has been recorded as far as ¼ mile.

SPECIFIC:
Fire continues to burn most actively in a southerly direction towards the wilderness boundary.  Afternoon warming, roll outs, and the erratic winds will continue to test the southern divisions of the fire.  Aspect and local winds will continue to contribute to control problems, especially in the afternoon. 
AIR OPERATIONS: 
Smoky conditions may hamper air operations in the morning.
SAFETY: 
Fuels conditions are at critical levels over the entire forest.  Conditions are at least a month early over the entire State, and the Sequoia NF is no exception.  Low rainfall totals last winter and lack of soil moisture will contribute to significant increases in fire behavior. 
Situational Awareness is more than a buzz word – Assess the big picture.  Ask yourself what Situational Awareness means to you.  This season will require firefighters to focus on the fundamentals; Fuels-Weather-Topography!
