	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire grew principally on the northwest and southeast edges with some additional growth in the northeast.  There is intense heat northwest of Terrace Creek Camp, and along the west edge north and west of Island Mountain.  Another location of intense heat is found east of South Ventana Cone, crossing Tassajara Creek. Intense heat is also found east and northeast of Rainbow Camp Between the South and North Forks of Big Sur River.  Intense heat is found along Higgins Creek west of Higgins Camp,  up to Indian Valley and up the South Fork of the Big Sur River.  Also at the upper end of Anderson Canyon.  Along the southwestern edge, the fire is advancing toward The California Sea Otter State Game Refuge, and appears to be approaching Seaview School and development west of Partington Creek.
