	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire extends off the imagery in the northwest.  This is an area of significant fire growth and intense heat.  The fire has crossed Jackson Creek there.  There was also significant growth in the south east with intense heat.  Higgins Camp is within the fire boundary now.  It has crossed the South Fork of the Big Sur River near the South Fork Trail and approaching Strawberry Camp and Tan Oak Camp in the Strawberry Valley with intense heat.  There was a small increase in the north east area along the Tassajara Creek.  There was one isolated heat source outside but not far from the perimeter northeast of Higgins Camp.
