	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There are areas of intense heat surrounding the "mushroom" on the northwest end (edging on the north, east and south sides).  These are found just west of Ventana Double Cone, north of Ventana Double Cone along the Ventana Trail, then westward south of Lone Pine Camp and Jackson Camp.  There is intense heat on the north end of the southwestern side of the fire,  just east of Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park.  Outside the heat perimeter there is an isolated heat point north of State Route 1 on Partington Point.  There are two isolated heat points up the drainage in McWay Canyon with areas of intense heat to the east of McWay Canyon.  Burns Creek also has an isolated heat point outside the perimeter, and north of State Route 1.  There are areas of intense heat in and north of Hot Springs Canyon at the southern end of the fire.  An area of intense heat extends southward along the ridge west of North Fork Big Creek, Bee Camp and Lower Bee Camp.   The southeasternmost end of the fire is an area of intense heat along the North Coast Ridge on the north side of a Jeep Trail; this is possibly a back burn from the Jeep Trail.  There is an area of intense heat along the east edge of the fire just south of Lost Valley and another to the west of the confluence of Lost Valley Creek and ZigZag Creek.  East of Zigzag Creek from the Marble Peak Trail and south entering the Willow Creek drainage there is an area of intense heat.   West of The Mesa and southwest of The Caves Swimming Pool there is an area of intense heat extending east-west across the Tassajara Creek drainage.  
I added X-Y coordinates to the isolated heat attribute file, for your use if you desire.  
I have added the jpg mosaic of the IR data onto the NIFC server for your use as well.  I have include kml files of the IR interpretation.
There is also a 11x17 plot of the perimeters of Basin and Indians fire complexes overlaid on an mss SPOT image background.
